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Tenor Robert Breault enjoys an international career that features an extraordinary breadth of repertoire.  His warm, flexible voice and superb artistic sensibilities combine to make him a consummate singing actor. As Opera News noted, “Besides a ductile tenor that allows him to negotiate a full dynamic span, from silvery head tone to ringing forte, even within a single phrase, Breault offers truly superb diction.” Opera News also praised him for making “an excellent impression, his mellifluous tenor boasting clarity of both tone and diction; clearly reveling in high notes, he sang with notable dynamic variety.”

Breault’s concert career highlights begin with his Carnegie Hall debut in Mozart’s Requiem and Mendelssohn’s Symphony #2.   Since then, he has performed with major orchestras worldwide, including the Philadelphia Orchestra, Cleveland Symphony, St. Louis Symphony, Milwaukee Symphony, Toronto Mendelssohn Choir, Atlanta Symphony, National Symphony, Il Complesso Barocco, Orchestre Philharmonique de Monte-Carlo, London Philharmonia Orchestra, National Symphony of Taiwan, Jerusalem Symphony, Mormon Tabernacle Choir, San Francisco Symphony, Utah Symphony, Florida Orchestra, Colorado Symphony, Florida Philharmonic Orchestra, San Diego Symphony, and the Baltimore Choral Arts, to name but a few.  His broad range of repertoire spans from early to modern.  A frequent soloist with the Philharmonia Baroque Orchestra, and Florida Bach Festival, Breault shines also as an interpreter of traditional repertoire such as Creation, Elijah, Carmina Burana, and Verdi’s Requiem.    

Breault’s opera career features a wide array of repertoire and companies.  Performances with New York City Opera include Carmen, La Traviata, and Semele, for which he was awarded the company’s “Kolozsvar Award”.  He has performed numerous times with Atlanta Opera, Opera Orchestra of New York, and Arizona Opera.  His highly-praised performance in Petitgirard’s Joseph Merrick dit Elephant Man is available on DVD (Marco Polo).  Breault has also appeared with companies such as Opera Pacific, Portland Opera, Fort Worth Opera, Edmonton Opera, Madison Opera, Opera Hamilton, Opera New Orleans, Florentine Opera, and numerous critically acclaimed performances with Chautauqua Opera. 

Born and raised in Wisconsin, in addition to his extensive concert and opera career, Breault performs recitals regularly and serves as Professor of Music and Director of Opera at the University of Utah.  He received his Doctorate of Musical Arts from the University of Michigan and graduated Magna Cum Laude from St. Norbert College.
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
